We want the children 
to be ready to enjoy family time together in Church!

For children in 5th-8th grades, we offer a special teaching unit just for them: Connect! 
This curriculum is designed just for preteens and uses humor and interesting Bible 
content to connect to them where they are at. 

Our Spring Connect courses will be offered April 3, 10, 24, and May 1, 15, and 22. Snacks 
will be provided.

PROCESSION

COLLECT OF THE DAY
This prayer is centered on 
the readings of the day.

Making the sign of the 
cross is a tangible way to 
mark ourselves as Christ’s. 
Crossing yourself is an act 
of sanctification, a physical 
reminder that you are set 
apart as holy for Christ. Be-
cause it is often done at the 
mention of the Trinity (“Fa-
ther, Son, and Holy Spirit”), 
the sign of the cross is also a 
physical reminder of belief in 
the Triune God. Many find it 
a helpful expression of their 
faith, although it is not 
mandatory.

During the night Paul had a vision: there stood a man of Macedonia 
pleading with him and saying, “Come over to Macedonia and help 
us.” When he had seen the vision, we immediately tried to cross 
over to Macedonia, being convinced that God had called us to 
proclaim the good news to them.

We set sail from Troas and took a straight course to Samothrace, 
the following day to Neapolis, and from there to Philippi, which 
is a leading city of the district of Macedonia and a Roman colony. 
We remained in this city for some days. On the sabbath day we 
went outside the gate by the river, where we supposed there was a 
place of prayer; and we sat down and spoke to the women who had 
gathered there. A certain woman named Lydia, a worshiper of God, 
was listening to us; she was from the city of Thyatira and a dealer 
in purple cloth.
