COMMUNION
By taking Communion we 
obey the Lord’s words to 
his disciples to remember 
his goodness to us and to 
proclaim that he is coming 
again. Jesus turns a simple 
earthy action - eating bread 
and drinking wine - into a 
magnificent celebration for 
his people. In Communion, 
Jesus is with us, and we are 
with each other. Sounds like 
a party!

OFFERTORY
What will you give to God? 
The money he gave to you? 
The time he has allotted for 
you today? The abilities with 
which you were born? Your 
next breath? Combine your of-
fering with those around you, 
and see what God can do with 
and through our church.

THE PEACE
Exchanging the peace is an 
ancient custom of God’s 
people. We do it after 
Confession and Absolution 
which means we can give the 
same forgiveness to others 
that we have received from 
God. A demonstration that we 
have renewed relationships in 
Christ, it also prepares us to 
together receive Communion 
as the Body of Christ.

EUCHARIST 
INSTRUCTIONS
Please follow these 
instructions when you go up 
to receive communion:

1. The ushers will dismiss 
each row, one at a time.

2. Walk up the center aisle.

3. When it is your turn to 
receive the Eucharist, kneel 
down or stand at the altar 
rail and extend your hands 
together, palm up. The priest 
will place a wafer into your 
hand.

4. The Chalice Minister will 
then come to you. You have 
two options; (1) drink from 
the chalice or (2) have your 
wafer intincted with wine. If 
you choose option 2, leave 
your wafer in hand so that 
Chalice Minister can place 
it back in the palm of your 
hand to consume. You may 
consume at the rail.

5. Return to your seat by the 
side aisle closest to you.

If you cannot come to the rail 
to receive notify an usher to 
have communion brought to 
you in the pew.

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PENTECOST SUNDAY - MAY 24 - WEAR RED!
The word Pentecost means “the fiftieth day.” In the Old Testament, it referred to the Feast of 
Weeks, a celebration of the harvest and first fruits, observed fifty days after Passover. In the New 
Testament, Pentecost marks the coming of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles (Acts 2:1), following 
Jesus’ death, resurrection, and ascension. This moment is understood as the fulfillment of Christ’s 
promise to send the Holy Spirit, giving life and power to the Church. 
 

Pentecost is celebrated as the seventh Sunday after Easter and is one of the principal feasts of the 
Church year. It reminds us that the Church is the Body of Christ, brought together and sustained 
by the Holy Spirit, and sent out into the world to share the Gospel. 
 

The traditional color for Pentecost is red, symbolizing the presence and power of the Holy Spirit. 
Clergy will wear red vestments, and all are invited to join in this meaningful tradition by wearing 
red as well. Together, we celebrate the gift of the Spirit and the life of the Church!
