Welcome to our Ash Wednesday Service. During this service we have a ritual called the Imposition of Ashes. 
This ritual is almost 1500 years old and marks the beginning of Lent. People who want to participate in this 
ritual will come up to the priest, who dips his finger in a crystal bowl with ashes. He makes a sign of the cross 
on their forehead, which leaves a black mark of the cross. This mark is a reminder our mortality and our need 
for God’s grace. The priest will then say, “Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return.” The 
entire ritual is very sobering; we are so glad to have you here with us today.

THE SERMON
God’s Word is living and 
active, and cuts to the heart. 
That’s why we read it, 
proclaim it, listen to it, 
meditate upon it, and take the 
time to make it understood.
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L i t u r g i c a l  G u i d e Celebrant
Dear People of God: The first Christians observed with great 
devotion the days of our Lord’s passion and resurrection, and it 
became the custom of the Church to prepare for them by a season of 
penitence and fasting.  This season of Lent provided a time in which 
converts to the faith were prepared for Holy Baptism.  It was also a 
time when those who, because of notorious sins, had been separated 
from the body of the faithful were reconciled by penitence and 
forgiveness, and restored to the fellowship of the Church. Thereby, 
the whole congregation was put in mind of the message of pardon 
and absolution set forth in the Gospel of our Savior, and of the need 
which all Christians continually have to renew their repentance and 
faith.

I invite you, therefore, in the name of the Church, to the observance 
of a holy Lent, by self-examination and repentance; by prayer, 
fasting, and self-denial; and by reading and meditating on God’s holy 
Word. And, to make a right beginning of repentance, and as a mark 
of our mortal nature, let us now kneel before the Lord, our maker 
and redeemer.

Silence is then kept for a time, all kneeling as able

2. Walk up the center aisle.

3. When it is your turn to 
receive the Eucharist, kneel 
down or stand at the altar 
rail and extend your hands 
together, palm up. The priest 
will place a wafer into your 
hand.

4. The Chalice Minister will 
then come to you. You have 
two options; (1) drink from 
the chalice or (2) have your 
wafer intincted with wine. If 
you choose option 2, leave 
your wafer in hand so that 
Chalice Minister can place 
it back in the palm of your 
hand to consume. You may 
consume at the rail.

5. Return to your seat by the 
side aisle closest to you.
